WINE AND OLIVE OIL: TORGIANO’S TWO MUSEUMS TO DISCOVER

Wine and olive oil as cultural elements: a new and different approach to the
pleasures of the table. An ancient civilization that speaks to us through pre-
cious art collections and in-depth historical and technical documentation.

Two private museums that represent a unique and lively museum complex
with far-reaching scope and visitors of all ages, from all over the world.

There is no wine nor olive oil inside them but a visit to the museums, the
exhibits and conferences organized by the Lungarotti Foundation, are
extraordinary tools for learning about these two products whose origins
are lost in the mists of time.

CULTURE  Wine and olive oil: inspiring culture for millennia

WINE MUSEUM

A visit to the Wine Museum, that has few rivals in the world in terms of
number and quality of works on display, covers twenty rooms of exhibits in
the Palazzo Graziani-Baglioni.

The narrative thread guiding the visitor among archeological finds, works of
art and technical equipment for viticulture and vinification is the mysteri-
ous fascination of the ancient Dionysian culture and the complex system of
symbolism and meanings that wine has held through 5000 years of history.
The thematic collections are veritable “museums within the museum” and
range from ceramics of the Medieval, Renaissance, Baroque and contem-
porary periods, as well as collections of antique books, wafer irons, antique
engravings, to contemporary sculptures that explore the myth of Dionysus
and the occasions for enjoying wine. A section dedicated to the use of
wine in medicine explores the healthy properties of wine that were already
known in antiquity and are now confirmed by science. Multimedia stations
provide detailed didactic insights.

OLIVE AND OIL MUSEUM

The story narrated in the Olive and Oil Museum revolves around Athena,

the Greek goddess who, according to myth, bestowed the olive tree to
mankind. An ancient plant and the major symbol of Mediterranean culture,
the olive tree and the oil extracted from its fruit are the subject of a ten-room
museum that is both unique and fascinating.

Through artistic, archeological and ethnographic collections, one can also
discover uses and traditions, at times ancient, curious or little-known: used
for divinatory and therapeutic practices, olive oil - whose traditions have
bestowed symbolic values since antiquity — had been used for centuries in
both folk and official medicine due to its emollient and soothing properties
or as a base in producing ointments and creams; an indispensible compo-
nent in cosmetics, effective protection for the body during athletic activity,
it has been also used in mechanics and in weaving, in sigillography and
statuary. An alternative source of thermal energy that has recently been
rediscovered, it is the ingredient par excellence of the Mediterranean diet
and has been a precious source of light for centuries.
